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A virtual community is proposed
for all those living with HIV in New
Zealand.

Absolutely Positively Positive
(APP) in Wellington is a small
group with a great idea — an ac-
tively managed, interactive web-
site to let you network with other
HIV-positive people, talk about
everyday affairs and contribute to
regular forums hosted by experts.

Organisers believe this proposal
will fill a gap by strengthening our
grassroots organisation, sup-
ported by groups like Positive
Women and complementing Gov-
ernment-funded services already
provided by health boards and the
NZ AIDS Foundation.

The new website would cater for

different groups by partitioning them
according to the preferences they
choose when first logging in. For
example women could choose a
women-only chat room versus one
catering for all heterosexuals.

First though APP needs your feedback
on whether creating an online commu-
nity is a good idea and if so, what
possible features and services it
should have.
